· Pastel: created with chalk or pastels.

· Watercolor: created with tempera, pan-type or tube water-based paints.

· Oil or Acrylic: created with oil- or acrylic-based paints.

· Print Making: created by transferring an impression of a composition from one surface to paper (e.g., silk screening, woodcut, etching, lithography, etc.).

· Mixed Media: created by combining any of the other categories on a two-dimensional surface (e.g., an etching colored with pencils).

· Collage: created by applying two or more materials on a raised two-dimensional surface (e.g., gluing different shapes of paper together).

· Sculpture: created with material to make a nonfunctional, three-dimensional object. May include wood-carved statues, pottery, etc

· Group Project: created by a group of Club members together. This category does not need to fall into any of the specific age groups. One piece per organization will be judged. Entries can be of any medium. Due to size restrictions, photographs may also be submitted for this category.
