They should, however, be able to produce one of the 
partner pairs that make the sound.

We are ready to begin working with the long vowel spelling patterns.  The long 
vowel sounds are much easier to hear…each vowel “says its name”.  They are 
harder to spell because each one has several patterns. Again, exposure to words 
in reading is the best support for spelling.  A “drill-and-kill” approach is far less 
effective than pointing out the differences as you and your child share books and 
stories together.  As your child is writing it is important to celebrate the use of 
any pattern that will help the vowel “say its name”.   
And the good news is… 

As your child continues to see/read and use/write these words in print, s/he will begin to spell 
these words correctly. They will begin to develop your sense that the word just does not l k 
right! 
Because they are 1st Graders, they have lots of time to “get it right! 

 
We will also include “exceptions-to-the-rule” and the “r-controlled vowels words”.
