Defining Data for our Math Goal:

We chose this goal based on triangulating the following data sources:

· TerraNova 2002-2006 Math Performance

· BAM 2002-2005 Math Performance 

· Former student follow up survey

· Environmental Scan implications of the need for mathematical reasoning skills  

· MacMillan-McGraw Hill Math Unit Assessment Grades 3-5

· Locally designed primary level math assessment (Grades K-2)
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Survey of Lakenheath MS Mathematics Teachers Regarding 6th Grade Students
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Description of Data: This survey was designed by a faculty committee at Feltwell to gather information from the middle school staff about student preparation.  It was given in the Fall of 2006 to the three mathematics teachers of sixth grade students. Administration and union representative permission was obtained to give this survey. 

Analysis of Data: This survey was given to the Lakenheath Middle School mathematics teachers who teach sixth grade students. The graph above reveals the 6th grade students’ level of proficiency / preparedness in the field of mathematics as perceived by the math staff at Lakenheath Middle School.   This graph specifically addresses math and technology skills. Calculator technology and computation were rated highly with this perceptive data. 

Implications for Student Performance Goals: Overall, the student’s greatest weakness seemed to be their creative writing abilities and their writing in the content area for all subjects.  Math is another area deserving further examination, as indicated specifically by the cohort group study. Other areas of concern include word problems, problem solving, researching skills and writing essay responses. Teachers mentioned specifically that creative writing, and writing to story problems in math were concerns, as “students did not read the entire question” before writing their answers.

Environmental Scan:  An environmental scan activity was conducted with the faculty in September of 2006 using Karl Fisch’s PowerPoint.  Below are the findings the faculty felt had the most impact for our students at Feltwell ES:

· Schools today are preparing students for jobs that do not yet exist due to technological advancements.

· New technology is doubling every 2 years.

· More jobs will require verbal and mathematical skills as well as organizational and interpersonal skills.

· Workforce of the future will need to adapt to rapid pace of technology by continuing to upgrade skills.

· Effective communications skills will be a must for members of the future work force.

· Lifelong learning cannot be overestimated.
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
