National Standard: K-4.3 Life Science

Objective: The student will develop an understanding of the characteristics of organisms, their life cycles, and their environments. The student will specifically compare growth and change in the butterfly and frog. The student will also develop respect, care, and sensitivity to the needs of these organisms in their environments. 

Materials needed:

1 computer for every 2-3 children

paper

pencil/crayons/markers

adult to help set up web page and navigate through information

Tasks: 

1. In groups of 2 or 3 students will navigate through web quest learning about the life cycles of the frog and butterfly.

2. As a team students will draw and write about each stage of one animal. (Their choice which)

3. Then the students will tell the class or another group which animal they studied and all that they learned. Tell about each stage of the animal’s life cycle. Tell where each animal lives and what they eat.

4. As a class or within groups compare and contrast the frog life cycle to the butterfly life cycle. How are they different? How are they the same?
